c. Has no pending or prior disciplinary action resulting in a penalty under an Agreed Board Order.

2. Texas Professional Geoscientists may apply for Emeritus status until their license becomes permanently
expired. A one-time application fee will apply based on the length of time since license expiration as
outlined below:

a. Current or up to one year after license expiration: $25
b. Second year after license expiration: $50
c. Third year after license expiration: $75

3. Applicants may submit the complete and signed application either by mail at the address above or by
email to licensing@tbpg.texas.gov.

Applicants granted Emeritus status may only use their Professional Geoscientist title and number in
conjunction with the term “Emeritus” but may not practice professional geoscience in Texas.
